e $34,005,837 or 91.0% was related to salaries and wages. This amount was

$2,013,088 or 6.3% greater than the amount for 2015.

o $744,538 or 2.0% was related to overtime. This amount was $54,384 or 6.8%
less than the amount for 2015. The decrease is due primarily to a $99,174 or
16.0% reduction in overtime in the Sheriff’s Office.

e $401,427 or 1.1% was related to termination payouts of unused leave time.
This amount was $15,487 or 3.7% less than the amount for 2015.

e 59,063,693 or 57.4% was related to healthcare (employer premiums less
employee contribution). This amount was $578,890 or 6.8% greater than the

amount for 2015.

e 55,430,593 or 34.4% was related to OPERS contributions. This amount was

$345,207 or 6.8% greater than the amount for 2015.

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Materials & Services

Year-to-date expenditures within Materials & Services were $15,516,418, which
represent 22.1% of the budgeted amount for the year. For comparison, expenditures
are $530,968 or 3.3% below the amount in the prior year amount.

Of the amount expended through the end of the 15t quarter:

e 52,985,612 or 19.2% was related to various purchased personal services. This
amount was $979,361 or 24.7% less than the amount for 2015. This is primarily
due to timing variances for the reimbursement to the City of Columbus for the
County’s 40% share in the cost of the bailiffs at the Municipal Court ($609,572)
and medical consultants within the Sheriff’s Office (5299,142).

e 52,133,674 or 13.8% was related to appointed counsel. This amount was
$211,069 or 11.0% greater than the amount for 2015.

e $2,020,577 or 13.0% was related to maintenance and repair charges. This
amount was $30,436 or 1.5% less than the amount for 2015.

e $1,158,848 or 7.5% was related to utilities. This amount was $190,114 or 14.1%
less than the amount for 2015.

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Capital Outlays

Year-to-date expenditures within Capital Outlays were $2,370,081, which represent
52.2% of the budgeted amount for the year. For comparison, current year-to-date
expenditures are $2,025,115 or 587.0% above the amount in the prior year amount.

Of the amount expended through the end of the 15t quarter:

e All of the $2,370,081 was related to the purchase and lease of various
machinery and equipment. This was $2,035,386 or 608.1% greater than the
amount for 2015, and includes:

o $2,138,430 or 90.2% for the purchase of electronic pollbooks by the
Board of Elections.

o $105,843 or 4.5% for the purchase of a new printing press by the
Purchasing Division of General Services for the County Print Shop.

e Beginning in 2016, the purchase of vehicles will be made from the Fleet Capital
Fund rather than the General Fund. As a result, no expenditures will be made
within Capital Outlays for the purchase of vehicles in 2016.
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Grants

Year-to-date expenditures within Grants were $905,403, which represent 3.2% of the

budgeted amount for the year.

For comparison, current year-to-date expenditures

are $4,400,312 or 82.9% below the amount in the prior year amount. This is primarily
due to the contracts for Community Partnerships being scheduled for approval in the

2" quarter.

Of the amount expended through the end of the 15t quarter:

e $823,949 or 91.0% was related to grants to other providers (including rental

assistance). This amount was $95,095 or 10.3% less than the amount for 2015.

o $79,769 or 8.8% was related to grants to non-profit organizations. This amount
was $3,876,902 or 98.0% less than the amount for 2015, which is primarily due
to the timing for approval of the contracts for Community Partnerships.

e No expenditures were made to grants to other governments. In the prior year,
$430,000 was expended for grants to other governments

Year-to-date expenditures within Interfund were $19,346,429, which represent 22.5%

of the budgeted amount for the year.

For comparison, current year-to-date

expenditures are $5,297,317 or 37.7% above the amount in the prior year amount.
